PROMOTIONAL SUGGESTIONS

CINDERELLA

· Coordinate a promotion involving pumpkins. Some suggestions are: a "Great Pumpkin" hunt in the lobby of the theatre (hide one or two pumpkins and a bunch of candy), or a pumpkin decorating party. All these events could be scheduled before or after a performance and sold with the play ticket. 

· Have a local bookstore or library hold a special reading of the original Brothers Grimm CINDERELLA.  

· Arrange a promotion with a local shoe store. With the purchase of a pair of shoes, the individual receives a discounted show ticket.  

· Ask local restaurants to promote pumpkin pie for the week or month of your residency. With the purchase of a piece of pumpkin pie, the customer gets a discounted show ticket. A portion of the proceeds from the community-wide sales of pumpkin pie could go to support the residency.

These are only suggestions. Feel free to be creative. Use your imagination, brainstorm with others and develop a promotion tailored to your community and specific residency week.   
SCHOOL SPIRIT

Ways to get the student body excited about the production!

· Take advantage of the three enrichment workshops included in your residency fee.

· Create a mural that reflects the theme of the show and display it during the production.

· Decorate the halls with thematic creations from each class.

· Have a “dress-up” day where students come dressed as their favorite character from the show.

· Involve classes in reading and discussing the original fairytale or different cultural versions of the story.
· Have an essay contest between classes to write their own ending or twist to the fairytale.
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
