Designate and decorate public areas of the school to be locations found in the world of Peter Pan. For example: the cafeteria is London, the library is Hook’s ship, and the Gym is the Lost Boy’s hideout. Students can then “fly” from one location to another like Peter and Wendy.
· Clouds play a big role in our production of PETER AND WENDY. Have students create art projects using cloud shapes or have a local meteorologist visit and discuss the many different types of clouds.

· Neverland has many types of memorable characters: pirates, fairies, crocodiles, Lost Boys and many more. Ask your PE teachers and cafeteria staff to incorporate some Neverland into their activities and menus such as Pirates against Lost Boys Capture the Flag or Tinker Bell’s Tater Tots. 
These are only suggestions. Feel free to be creative. Use your imagination, brainstorm with others, and develop a promotion tailored to your community and specific residency week.
