Ask the Mayor's Office to declare the day of your performances Lewis Carroll Day.

If a local grocery store sponsors your show, do a promotion involving carrots and the White Rabbit. Give a coupon for a discounted show ticket with every purchase of a bag of carrots.

Hold a Mad Hatter's Tea Party at a sponsoring restaurant before or after a performance.

Ask a sponsoring bakery to run a special "Queen of Heart Tart” promotion. With the purchase of a show ticket, the customer gets a coupon for a free tart.

Hold a croquet tournament at a local park or playing field.

These are only suggestions. Feel free to be creative. Use your imagination, brainstorm with others and develop a promotion tailored to your community and specific residency week.
