Study various British castles of the Middle Ages. Have students build “sugar-cube” castles to display in the local library.  Include an advertisement of the show with the display.

Have students research and create their unique personal family crest. Display the crests during the performance.

Hold an essay contest asking kids to describe the differences between living in the middle ages and modern times. Display essay winners at the local library.

In honor of our story’s “Green Knight” character (he’s concerned with global warming), hold a recycling competition within your school.

· Hold a medieval roundtable fundraising feast where all food must be eaten without silverware.
