ROBIN HOOD
(
Invite a ranger from a nearby National Forest to visit local schools to give a presentation on forest ecology. Ask them to compare the local ecosystem to that of the real Sherwood Forest in Nottingham, England. Use the opportunity to publicize the residency week.

Hold an essay contest for older students about the ethics of “stealing from the rich to give to the poor.” Ask a local newspaper to print the winning essay along with an article previewing the residency week.

Historically, many different “outlaws” may have been the real Robin Hood. Set up a display at a busy local coffee shop describing the different Robin Hood theories and publicizing the performances.

· Arrange for a special “story time” at a local library or bookstore a week before the audition. Set up a display advertising the residency and read different versions of “Robin Hood.” Discuss how his character has developed and changed over the years.

These are only suggestions. Feel free to be creative. Use your imagination, brainstorm with others and develop a promotion tailored to your community and specific residency week.

SCHOOL SPIRIT

Ways to get the student body excited about the production!

· Take advantage of the three enrichment workshops included in your residency fee.

· Create a mural that reflects the theme of the show and display it during the production.

· Decorate the halls with thematic creations from each class.

· Have a “dress-up” day where students come dressed as their favorite character from the show.

· Involve classes in reading and discussing the original fairytale or different cultural versions of the story.

· Have an essay contest between classes to write their own ending or twist to the fairytale.
